I am afraid I am a very disappointing person from your point of

view. My diet is absolutely ordinary and quite aasual - I hardly know
myself what it is. [Ud-&-&heltl ¥-.F:f--2.6-.] [sic] As near as I aan remember,
when I have all my meals at home an average day would be:
Breakfast 1 Poaahed Egg, 1 Rasher of Baaon

2 sliaes toast with marmalade
Small quantity of fish, riae pudding, bread.
A little buttered toast and a sliae of aake
Soup, meat (say 2 mutton ahops), potatoes, sweets (tart,
stewed fruit, or whatever it may happen to be).

But fairly often I dine out with friends, or have friends to dine with
me, and then I have a better meal.

I suppose on an average I spend a quarter of an hour over lunah
and dinner, and ten minutes over breakfast.
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
