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¶Graham Stevens lectures in philosophy at the University
Contributors of Manchester. He works on the philosophies of language, logic

and mathematics, and is writing a book called The Russellian
Origins of Analytical Philosophy, on Russell and the problem of propositional
unity. Rosalind Carey is Assistant Professor of Philosophy at Lehman
College of the City University of New York. She specializes in the history of
analytic philosophy, especially its founders: Russell, Frege and Wittgenstein.
She is co-editor of The Bertrand Russell Society Quarterly and president of a
newly formed society on the History of Early Analytic Philosophy. Nadine
Faulkner is a d.phil. student at Somerville College, Oxford, with the thesis
title “Logic, Language and Vagueness in Early Analytic Philosophy”. She is a
sessional lecturer at Carleton University. Ian Watson studied philosophy at
Harvard and is a doctoral student in sociology at Rutgers University. He has
found it possible, thanks to the Internet, to do much genealogical research into
his family from the comfort of his desk (although as a tour guide he is no stran-
ger to travel). William Bruneau is Professor Emeritus of Educational
Studies at the University of British Columbia and is co-editing Volume 18 of
the Collected Papers. Chad Trainer is Secretary of the Bertrand Russell
Society and has a personal programme to read all of Russell’s philosophical
works. Stefan Andersson is studying education in Sweden and writing a
book on the International War Crimes Tribunal. Timothy Madigan has a
ph.d. in philosophy from suny Buffalo and is editorial director of the Uni-
versity of Rochester Press. He is a past editor of Free Inquiry. Peter Stone is
Assistant Professor of Political Science at Stanford University and a past editor
of The Bertrand Russell Society Quarterly. (Their views of Ray Monk’s biography
were presented in a panel at the 2001 annual meeting of the brs.) Deborah
Gorham is Professor Emerita of History at Carleton University and author of
Vera Brittain: a Feminist Life. She is undertaking a study of Beacon Hill School.
